NEW LP ‘3D COUNTRY’ OUT JUNE 23 (THIS FRI)
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Brooklyn 5-piece Geese have shared “I See Myself,” a new track and accompanying music video from their anticipated sophomore album ‘3D Country,’ out this Friday (June 23) via Partisan Records/Play It Again Sam. “I See Myself” is the breezy, soulful, and strange track with a groove inspired by Funkadelic classics like “Nappy Dugout” and “Hit It and Quit It.” It finds the Brooklyn 5-piece at perhaps their most heartfelt, even bordering on a love song, despite a post-prog breakdown before the last chorus.

Geese frontman Cameron Winter explains: “‘I See Myself’ was one of the last songs we pulled together for the album. I was inspired by my favorite Funkadelic songs, which are dead simple and have big choruses with beautiful backing vocals, so this was our version of something like that. This might be Geese’s first proper love song. Seeing your humanity reflected back in someone else is one of the most pure kinds of connections that exist, to me. But I think there’s a lyrical darkness to the song too, about wanting to save someone you love from something evil and unstoppable.”
Geese will tour extensively behind ‘3D Country,’ including their biggest-ever North American headline tour this fall. Leading up to release they’ll play a set this Wed June 21 at Hudson Yards in NYC and then host a release party on Thurs June 22 at TV Eye in Ridgewood. Full routing below.  

3D Country is the follow up to the band’s 2021 debut Projector. That record earned the band their TV debut on Colbert, profiles in the NY Times, Stereogum Band To Watch, Consequence Artist Of The Month, Paste Best Of What's Next, Rolling Stone called them "indie rock prodigies," as well as tours with Jack White and Spoon.

And during this entire process, that very same band everyone was getting to know ceased to exist. On a practical level, Geese are still the group we were introduced to in 2021: vocalist Cameron Winter, guitarist Gus Green, guitarist Foster Hudson, bassist Dom DiGesu, and drummer Max Bassin. But spiritually, Geese have returned as an entirely different prospect. '3D Country' is the sound of a restless, adventurous band redefining themselves.

Co-produced by the band and James Ford (Arctic Monkeys, Depeche Mode, Shame), ‘3D Country’ is an explosion in both scope and vision for the group. With a heightened ambition fueling ‘3D Country,’ the band created a bugged-out, wild, unpredictable ride — an almost phantasmagoric reflection of contemporary life. Drummer Max Bassin sums up, “It feels like going to the circus and instead of having a good time, everyone is trying to kill you.”
